Review and Prospect of Multilingual Media Communication Studies in Cultural China

With the debate on globalization, localization, and glocalization, there has been an increasing interest in studying media communication with cross-cultural and transnational perspectives and with global-local articulation. Most of the research in the field focuses on the structures of the media institution, the political dimensions and/or audience research, but there are a few which are concerned with the media texts. 

The present paper attempts first to critically review the existing literature on studying multilingual media texts in Cultural China, identifying the range of sociolinguistic and linguistic perspectives as well as the range of the media genres these studies have covered. The paper will then explore future direction, alternative approaches and methods discourse/linguistic studies can take, incorporate and integrate so as to make a significant contribution to our further understanding of the nature and process of multilingual media communication and of the role of multilingual media in the construction and transformation of Cultural China. 
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
